Annual Business Meeting Minutes

Franklin, Tennessee
February 7, 2017
Call to Order:  Dr. Jane Parish, President, convened the meeting at 5:00 p.m.  Membership and visitors were welcomed, followed by recognition of the current Southern Section ASAS Executive Committee and ASAS staff in attendance.  Dr. Parish recognized the SSASAS committee chairs and thanked them for their contributions to our meeting. 
Introduction of Past Presidents: Dr. Parish introduced past presidents of SSASAS who were in attendance.  They included:  Dr. Bob Godfrey, University of the Virgin Islands; Dr. Wayne Greene, Auburn University; Dr. Beth Kegley, University of Arkansas; Dr. Matt Poore, North Carolina State University; Dr. Ron Randel, Texas A&M University; Dr. Tom Welsh, Texas A&M University, and Dr. John Arthington, University of Florida.

Approval of 2016 Business Meeting Minutes: Dr. Parish called for approval of the 2016 Southern Section ASAS Business Meeting minutes. Charles Rosenkrans moved that the minutes be approved as presented and Bryan Rude seconded the motion following a vote of the assembled membership the motion passed.
Welcome to Tennessee:  Dr. Warren Gill representing Middle Tennessee State University welcomed SSASAS to Franklin, TN.
Comments and Update from ASAS:  Dr. Debora Hamernik, ASAS National President, commented that the ASAS is in great condition with over 7,300 members about half of which are professional members. Under the leadership of editor in chief James Sartin the Journal of Animal Science is making progress to shortening the time to publication (down to 157 days to first publication), but slightly fewer pages were published in 2016 compared with 2015. The new journal Translational Animal Science has been launched and the Ag Guide is being reworked in conjunction with FASS.
Update from Southern ASAS Director:  Dr. Matt Poore reported on the new Translational Animal Scientist, the new journal is intended for original research, case studies, review articles, short communications, and technical reports that otherwise would not fit in the Journal of Animal Science. He asserted this is not a second rate journal and the publication turnaround will be close to 60 to 75 days to first look. There are no page charges and all papers will be open source with a charge of $1,300 per paper. This new journal has a mixed review model which is different from what we are used to.
Secretary-Treasurer and Program Chair Report:  Dr. Jeff Carroll presented the Secretary-Treasurer Report stating that the SSASAS has strong financials, with a balance at the end of December 2016 of $27,521. The SSASAS had 290 registrants by the time of the Business Meeting with 133 Professional, 7 non-professional, 67 graduate, and 56 undergraduates registered. There were 134 abstracts submitted and 127 abstracts accepted for presentation.   
Extension Report:  Dr. João Vendramini, Extension Committee Chair, reported there were 17 abstracts submitted for presentation in the Extension sessions. This is a slight increase from the previous two years (14 in 2016 and 16 in 2015). The Extension group also had a very successful Industry-Academic Summit on Saturday afternoon with over 80 attending.
Graduate Student Report:  Brittni Littlejohn (Texas A&M University) and Sierra Lockwood (University of Tennessee) introduced Sam Ingram as the new graduate student representative. The graduate students encouraged SSASAS members to participate in student networking activities. This was the first year of separate M. S. and Ph. D. competitions. There were 26 M. S. student abstract submissions to the competition with 15 competing and 10 Ph. D. graduates competing.
Nomination Committee and Election Results:  Dr. Bob Godfrey reported that Dr. Christy Bratcher (Auburn University) was elected to serve as the SSASAS Secretary-Treasurer Elect.
